What went well?

The clinical assessment of the patient was very thorough for a patient with complex issues. In this
case the prescribing of oxycodone needs to be carefully thought through when a patient has renal
failure and low body mass. Remember to consider issues around ward transfer as well when
charting PRN and ongoing opiate. You were able to think through the issues as we discussed them
so your knowledge is good but needs to be applied to each patient differently and carefully.

What could be done to improve?

Need to review and be aware of side effects from overdose of opiates. Respiratory depression is an important side
effect that can have serious consequences particularly after a patient is sent to the ward. Opiate prescribing is
complex but can be dangerous so it is often best to double check with a senior doctor or the admitting team before
sending a patient to the ward. Always check dosage in patients with other issues such a renal failure.

Agreed learning goals arising from the experience

Please double check with your supervisor or the admitting team opiate dosages when patients have co
morbidities of any sort. Always double check your prescribing by reviewing AMH or guidelines until you have
more experience.

Read about and be aware of drugs that are affected by the kidney and liver and carefully look up interactions.
Lets plan to do another EPA before the end of the term.
